CASE HISTORY 
We were recently called to a job in Croydon where a faulty 100mm pitch fibre pipe ran under a house and then 
out to the main sewer.  The run was 18m long at an invert of 1.5m.  We arrived on site at 8am.  By 2pm the pipe 
had been “burst” and replaced with a new high impact MDPE SDR11 snap fit pipe.  We ensured a saving of 
30% over traditional excavation methods and the job was finished in a day rather than a week.  Had the sewer 
been deeper the savings would have been even more dramatic.  As a rule of thumb the longer and deeper the run 
the greater the savings over traditional excavation methods.  However, when dealing with short, shallow runs  
under grass it may be more cost effective to excavate rather than pipe bursting.

PIPE BURSTING UNDER BUILDINGS 

 
Above is an example of the effectiveness of pipe bursting when       
replacing services running underneath a building, such as in this case a house.  The pipe was in need 
of replacing from the manhole in the kitchen of the property downstream to the rear garden.  To    
replace this pipe using traditional excavation methods would have been both costly and time        
consuming.  We were able to replace the defective pipe without having to excavate through the 
kitchen and dining area all in under a week thus saving the homeowner money and a lot of            
unnecessary disruption and mess.

EXCAVATION OR NO-DIG REPAIRS USING FULL DECONTAMINATION PROCEDURES. 
 
As a specialist civil engineering company, we offer an extensive range of conventional open cut and  
no-dig services for the refurbishment and replacement of underground services.  These include       
structural lining of pipe work for small to medium defects, hydraulic pipe bursting for major defects and 
collapses, and directional drilling for the installation of new pipes.  When excavations are required, we 
provide safe handling and removal of soils within a contained site operation. 

CONTINUED ON-SITE SUPERVISION FOR HEALTH AND SAFETY. 
 
Once a site is operational, we carry out ongoing soil and air testing to monitor any contamination      
present.  Different levels of contamination can often be present and procedures may need changing to 
ensure the safe working of our operatives and the public.  Spray misting of dry open cut excavations can   
often be required to prevent dust from becoming airborne. 

FINAL SITE CLEAN UP AND CERTIFICATION. 
 
Upon completion of any project, a detailed clean up operation is carried out to ensure the site area is left 
free of contamination.  This includes major cleaning of all exposed areas, all plant equipment used on 
site and detailed air testing to confirm safe levels prior to leaving.  A project is not complete until all 
remedial work has been tested and the environment is left safe for the public.

WHAT IS LINING?  

Lining is a method of repairing small to medium defects within underground pipework by the insertion 
of a resin impregnated membrane, cured in place to line the inside of the pipe, sealing the defects and 
providing a new smooth inner surface.  An extensive range of liners are available depending on the type 
of pipe, extent of defect, depth below ground level and the surrounding water table. 

HOW COST EFFECTIVE IS IT?  

As an alternative to open cut excavation and replacement, lining a pipe is a very cost effective option, 
particularly when the pipe runs under sensitive locations such as roads, buildings and other permanent 
surfaces or structures that would be expensive to excavate and reinstate. 

CAN YOU LINE ANY PIPE?  

Subject to the extent of the defect, most pipe materials and diameters can be lined as long as there is 
good access to at least one end.  Even small diameter pipes with bends in can be lined successfully using 
specialist methods.
